DAY 01: OCT 11 (WED)
CEBU or MNL - LISBON

by the pilgrims Later visit Aljustrel, the village
where the shepherds were born. Continue to
Valinhos and visit the Stations of the Cross and the
Calvary, the site of Our Lady's 4th apparition and
the place where the children received the first and
third visit of the “Angel of Peace” . The afternoon
is free for personal devotions. Evening join the
candlelight procession.

DAY 04: OCT 14 (SAT) - (B/D)

SALAMANCA-MADRID (SPAIN)
After breakfast we board our coach across the
Portuguese-Spanish border to the city of
Salamanca, where we visit the Basilica de Nuestra
Senora de Penafrancia. Salamanca has been
declared a “World Heritage Site” by UNESCO.
Proceed to Madrid. Upon arrival, transfer to hotel

for check in and overnight.

DAY 05: OCT 15 (SUN) - (B/D)
MADRID (SPAIN)
Visit the Royal Palace then the Almudena's
Cathedral, it is Madrid's Cathedral and one of the
city's most beautiful churches Almudena
Cathedral is the seat of the Roman Catholic
Archdiocese of Madrid. The cathedral was
consecrated by Pope John Paul Il in 1993 . Free
time after visiting highlights of the city then

dinner and back to hotel for overnight.

DAY 08: OCT18 (WED) - (B/D)
ANDORRA-LOURDES (FRANCE)
After breakfast, travel to Andorra and visit sights
such as the Romanesque Sant Esteve Church and
the snow-capped Pyrenees. During this tour,
discover the tiny landlocked nation of Andorra,
located on the border between Spain and France.
Continue to Lourdes, France. In the evening, join

the emotive candlelight procession.

LOURDES - PARIS (FRANCE)
